Internship Objectives: 

1. To provide the student with accountability and encouragement with their personal walk with the Lord. 

2. To provide the student with exposure to Press On Ministries operations, programs and procedures as well as the opportunity to experience all levels of training provided within our organization.  

3. To provide the student with regular and supervised involvement with existing ministry areas; including the opportunity at a special project proposed and initiated by the student. 
Internship Guidelines:
1. The internship must be approved by the student’s school as well as the Press On Ministries Director

2. The internship will require a signed agreement between the student and Press On Ministries regarding expectations, assignments, responsibilities (etc.) for both the intern as well as Press On staff. This agreement has been reviewed and approved by our Board of Directors; however, considerations will be made for modifications at the student’s request. 

3. The internship may include part-time employment, fundraising assistance and/or housing assistance depending on the agreement entered into by the intern and Press On Ministries. Please see Appendix II for further explanation of these options. 

Internship Steps:
1. The intern or his/her school representative should contact Press On Ministries at      (308)-234-8167 or pressonyouthcenter@gmail.com to request/notify Press On Directors of interest/potential placement.

2. The intern will complete the internship demographics and program entry form as well as the Background Check required by the State of Nebraska.

3. Upon background check clearance, should the intern still be interested in our program, the agreement review process will ensue followed by scheduling an internship start date.
